Itds nearly two months since we started school and al
work. Welcome to all our new parents to Prayag once again. To help you understand a bit more
about the Montessori system | have listed a few p oints.

e Montessori education is characterized by an emphasis on independence, freedom within
l'imits, and respect f paychdogicah i& ptySiclogicab t dewvetopment.

e Mixed age classrooms -thatis children aged b/w 2% or 3to 6 years all work in one
classroom / environment with a combined total strength of 36. Each of these environments
supported by 3  adults which  helps us maintain an optimal ration 1:12. 0 This structure  sets
the method apart from other pre -school teaching techniques.

e Flexibility for a c hild & shoice of activity from within a prescribed range of material

According to Madame Maria Montessori t he first phase for achild extends from birth to around

six years of age. During this period, she observed that the child undergoes striking physical and
psychological development . Montessori introduced several concepts to explain that in this phase
the child works as a sensorial ex plorer and learner leading to development of their psychological
& physiological  self-construction . She termed thisas  the absorbent mind & sensitive period

Absorbent mind  : Madame Montessori described the young child's behavior like that of a sponge,
effortlessly assimilating the sensorial st i mul i of his or her environment.
processes and assimilates information from the senses, language and culture. She believed that this is

a power unique  during this phase , and that it fades as t he child approaches age six .

Sensitive period : Montessori also observed periods of special sensitivity to particular stimuli during
this time which she called the "sensitive periods". In Montessori education, the environment responds
to these periods by m  aking appropriate materials and activities available while the periods are
active in the young child. She identified the following periods and their durations:

e Acquisition of language fi from birth to around six years old
e Order A from around one to three years old
e Sensory refinement A from birth to around four years ol d

e Social behavior fi from around two and a half to four years old
